Didactic orientations for reading and writing in Braille

In this new era, where the technology is important part of our life, many think that possibly a machine will carry out the reading work and it notarizes for a person's bigger comfort that they cannot see. Everything sounds distant to our realities in Latin America, but not impossible for the advance of the science. 

But any machine or computer can replace the wealth of mental processes that it happen in the brain of a boy or girl when they are carrying out a reading, or when they put its ideas in writing to give them to know other people. Therefore, the reading and writing will never be activities that they stop to be important part of our life. 

In this work teaching experiences are presented from the Braille to students of the first grade of the primary level as for the difficulties that the students present when carrying out their learning’s, as well as some actions carried out to improve the results. 

Which are the difficulties that our students have? 

1. Varied oral expression according to the characteristics of the speech of the places of where they come and of their families. 

Our school is the only one for children with visual impairment in the department and the region, for it ends up studying children that come from different neighborhoods, cities and even departments. Many of them have to the Quechua one or aymará like maternal language or their parents speak Quechua and they have a different form of structuring their language: 

· the pronunciation is different. 

· the grammatical construction that you/they carry out differs of the one that one makes in pure Spanish. 

· the parents speak native languages and Spanish they speak to it with difficulty, their children still receive those models of oral expression without Quechua languages. 

· The children of areas of the coast of the country languages very quickly, omitting sounds, joining many words, changing sounds when beginning words. 

We all know that the children write according to their form of speaking, then the written production of many of our students will have errors so that they can change the sense or intention in its written communication. 

Also, we know that it is an important task in the process of learning of the reading and writing the development of a phonetic conscience that allows the students to identify sounds that then associate with graphs or symbols to be able to read and to give them meaning. All the mentioned difficulties retard the development of this ability or they interfere permanently with the process, it can also generate annoyance in the student who listens the differences between him and their class partners and school. 

2. Lack of experiences and poor vocabulary

Although many of our students begin their preparation for the reading and writing in Braille from very early ages, we also have another group that they arrive at the schools with more than five years, in that case it is observed that their experiences, those that come from their relationship with the family atmosphere, the objects and the environment where they live they are very limited or poor. An immediate consequence of this is that they possess a poor vocabulary, so much in what refers to names of objects, like to actions, processes, times, etc. 

This aspect interferes in the learning of the reading since taking more time to build its own texts, he finds difficult to understand those that its partners build, it generates feelings of anger, and, it can interfere with the interest and pleasure that we want to wake up in the students for the reading like learning source and personal satisfaction. 

3. Difficulties in the construction of the corporal image and lateral (left and right)

Many of our students present difficulties related to the perception of their body and to the for identify left and right in their body.  They don't follow instructions in appropriate form, they can be disoriented in the space, they are shown insecure when carrying out the journeys and later on they evidence difficulties for: 

· To locate points in generating sign. 

· To determine the place where to begin to read and to write inside the paper. 

· Many difficulties for the use of the rule and even the machine perkins. 

4. To wake up the interest for the reading and the writing

Due to their family experiences, to the expectations that have of them their parents, to the relationship that you/they settle down between the reading and their practical life of every day, many students don't find a reason spontaneously to dedicate effort in this activity, they don't find important and then, they don't make an effort in carrying out the learning. 

5. Specific problems for the reading and writing

We have found several cases of blind children with specific difficulties for the learning of the reading and the writing, exclusively in those aspects whose errors are: 

· investment of some symbols written as d, f, h, j, m, or, á, ú, i,e. 

· Difficulties of attention and to recognize left and right are also presented. 

· Some cases are had the confirmation of fetal suffering or difficulties during the childbirth. 

In these cases the delay in the learning process is very evident in spite of the used strategies and of the student's interest. 

How to respond before these difficulties? 

1. The educational of the level school pre introduce from ages very early posters, books, stories and other materials with labels written in Braille. 

2. He/she becomes trained the system Braille to the family parents so that they introduce the system in their home, writing stories, books of textures and labeling each object of the house. This action is also carried out with the parents of the children that arrive with more age at our school. 

3. The learning part of daily and important situations for the students that motivate them. They choose the sound to be learned and the teacher builds texts based on her experience and according to what each student requires. 

4. It is appealed to the whole sound material of which prepares, as well as to direct experiences to bring near the world from the real objects to that of the written words. 

5. The stories, the concrete material and the representative one in miniature are an used resource and useful in the process. 

6. Valuation of the production to use the error like means to perfect or to improve the acting of the students. 
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
